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COMMUNICATIONS MANAGEMENT

CAPR 100-1, Volume 1, dated 1 August 1996, is supplemented as follows:

Paragraph 7-4 is supplemented as follows: 

Ohio Wing Groups, Squadrons or Flights must make written request of OHWG/DC or his/her designated representative for the scheduling and conducting of radio nets.  This requirement is for the purposes of coordination amongst other Groups, Squadrons or Flights and in certain cases with adjoining Wings and to prevent interference with other CAP radio operations. All requests will be afforded the maximum opportunity to schedule and conduct such nets.

Such requests shall be provided by completing Ohio Wing Form 6 (OWF6) in duplicate and forwarding the same through the normal chain of command to Ohio Wing Headquarters.  Requestors shall supply all required information unless indicated as optional.

All Group, Unit or Squadron nets must yield to any REDCAP or priority traffic on the designated frequency, including that from adjoining Wings and must follow all CAP radiotelephone procedures as spelled out in CAPR 100-1.

All approvals for nets must be renewed at the beginning of each calendar year by completing and submitting a new form. Existing nets will likely be automatically be approved for the following year providing such letter is received by OHWG/DC not later than 31 January.   OHWG/DC reserves the right to cancel net privileges or require the net to change frequency or time of day should interference to other CAP radio operations be discovered or upon order of higher headquarters or command authority.
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
